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(Rationale:  This specification has been updated to include NCHRP 350 and MUTCD requirements as well as current industry standards and best practices.  This section now includes specifications for worker apparel, traffic control device coverings, deficiencies in traffic control devices, contractor traffic and traffic control device monitoring, flagger requirements, and lighting requirements for nighttime work.  Information was removed from the standard plans regarding flashing arrow panels, and placed in the specifications.  In addition, several job special provisions have been incorporated into these specifications, including law enforcement services, crossover requirements, changeable message signs and portable traffic signals.  The Work Zone Quality Circle has worked with the AGC Safety Committee to address concerns of the construction industry. This section has been revised to be performance-based.)

2/11/03 – Recommended changes were also made for the standard plans and the pay items.

3/24/03 – EPC added “and other traffic control devices” to the first sentence so that we don’t limit ourselves to relocating permanent signs only.  Pluralized “flashing arrow panels” throughout, and struck the last half of the last sentence in Sec 616.4.2.7 including “that may come to the contractor’s attention,” to make the contractor responsible for supplying all accident reports.  Approved as revised.  

5/20/03 – The Work Zone Quality Circle met with Don Hillis to address concerns that he and Dave Nichols had.  Minor revisions were made to Secs 616.3.3 regarding apparel, 616.4.2.5 adding that an order record will be issued when liquidated damages are assessed and 616.5.2 to better define “hot spots.”  Don stated that he would vote to approve this section as revised.

SECTION 616

TEMPORARY TRAFFIC CONTROL 
616.1  Description.  This work shall consist of furnishing, installing, operating, maintaining, cleaning, relocating and removing temporary traffic control devices and equipment, and the removal and relocation of existing signs and other traffic control devices in accordance with the contract documents or as directed by the engineer.  For purposes of this specification, the work zone will be defined as the area between the first and last temporary traffic control device as shown on the plans for the work being performed.
616.2  Material.  All material shall be in accordance with Division 1000, Material Details, and specifically as follows:

616.3  Safety Requirements.
616.3.1  All traffic control devices shall be in accordance with the MUTCD and any applicable safety and design codes.
616.3.2  The contractor shall furnish a manufacturer's certification that each type of traffic control device, including appurtenances and ballasts, supplied complies with crash test requirements of NCHRP 350, Test Level 3 (TL-3) and has received FHWA acceptance.  Regardless whether the device meets NCHRP 350 criteria, the engineer reserves the right of final approval.  Installation of a device prior to the engineer's approval shall be at the contractor's risk.

616.3.3  All construction-related personnel shall, at a minimum, wear apparel in conformance with the MUTCD when present in the work zone.
616.4  Construction Requirements.
616.4.1  Performance and operational aspects of the devices shall be in accordance with the latest editions of the MUTCD and the Missouri Quality Standards for Work Zone Traffic Control Devices.  
616.4.1.1  All traffic control devices shall be removed as soon as practical when the devices are no longer needed.  When work is suspended for short periods of time, traffic control devices that are no longer appropriate shall be turned away from traffic, removed or covered.  All temporary traffic control devices shall be removed after completion of construction and shall remain the property of the contractor unless specified otherwise.  All permanent traffic control devices that are in conflict with temporary traffic control devices shall be covered or removed as shown on the plans or as directed by the engineer.  Upon completion of the work, all permanent traffic control devices to remain in place shall be restored to original condition.
616.4.1.2  During any period of two hours or more when construction-related personnel are not present in the work zone to perform duties related to the work zone, all “Work Zone Fine” signs shall be covered.

616.4.1.3  All covers shall completely obscure the entire face of the device without damaging the device.  Covers shall provide a neat appearance and shall not cause a safety concern.  Any proposed covering method shall be approved by the engineer prior to use.

616.4.1.4  All permanent traffic control devices relocated on a temporary basis shall be moved in the timeframe designated by the engineer and shall remain visible to the traveling public during all stages of construction.  The contractor shall place temporarily relocated permanent traffic control devices in the final location when construction is complete.  Damaged devices shall be replaced by the contractor at the contractor's expense.

616.4.2  The contract will indicate the minimum requirements for traffic control.  With the engineer’s approval, the contractor may add to the traffic control plan any temporary  traffic control devices or services the contractor considers necessary to adequately protect the public and the work.  Device quantities may be adjusted accordingly.

616.4.2.1  Signs and sign quantities for blasting areas will not be included in the contract traffic control plan.  The contractor shall be responsible for furnishing, installing, maintaining and removing blasting zone signs in accordance with the MUTCD at the contractor’s expense.  Placement of blasting zone signs shall be subject to the engineer's approval.

616.4.2.2  All changes to the traffic control plan resulting from contractor staging revisions, including proposed total road closures for the contractor’s convenience, shall be submitted in writing to the engineer for review and acceptance prior to implementation.  Device quantities may be adjusted accordingly.

616.4.2.3  If the engineer determines the need for additional traffic control devices not included in the traffic control plan, the contractor will be notified in writing to provide the additional devices.  Reimbursement for authorized changes to the traffic control plan will be made in accordance with Sec 104.3, unless covered by contract unit prices.

616.4.2.4  The contractor shall monitor traffic flow through the project, and verify that all traffic control devices are in place and functioning properly during both daytime and nighttime conditions, as applicable.  If the contractor determines that a deficiency in any traffic control device exists, the contractor shall take corrective action.  No additional payment will be made for the corrective action.
616.4.2.5  Deficiencies of traffic control devices reported by the engineer may be documented by an order record and shall be corrected as directed by the engineer.  If there is a failure to correct deficiencies in the time allocated by the engineer, the failure will result in cost to the Commission not readily subject to accurate determination.  For this reason, and to liquidate the cost to the Commission, liquidated damages in the amount of $250 per hour will be assessed until the deficiencies are corrected to the satisfaction of the engineer, and an order record will be issued.
616.4.2.6  The contractor shall submit a written log of work zone traffic control reviews noting any deficiencies and corrective actions taken to the engineer on a weekly basis.
616.4.2.7  




The contractor shall provide written notice to the engineer of any pedestrian or vehicular accident when physical evidence or other information suggests an accident has occurred in the work zone. The contractor shall obtain and provide to the engineer copies of law enforcement accident reports for any accidents in the work zone.

616.4.3  All flaggers shall maintain a valid flagger certification from ATSSA, the National Safety Council, or other organization approved by MoDOT.  Certifications will not be required in emergency situations that arise due to actions beyond the contractor’s control when flagging is necessary to maintain safe traffic control on a temporary basis.  All flagging operations and pilot vehicles shall be in accordance with the MUTCD.  Flaggers shall be provided as shown on the plans or as approved or directed by the engineer.  The contractor may use a pilot vehicle to supplement the flagging operation upon approval from the engineer.  When two-way traffic is maintained over a single lane, each flagger involved in the traffic flagging operation shall be equipped with a portable, two-way, communication method approved by the engineer.






616.4.4  When specified in the plans, law enforcement personnel and vehicles shall be provided within the work zone as directed by the engineer.  Law enforcement personnel shall have jurisdiction to enforce all traffic laws in the area to be patrolled.
616.4.5  Crossovers for hauling material will be permitted only at locations indicated in the traffic control plan.  Modifications to specified locations shall be in accordance with applicable portions of Sec 104.  Crossovers shall be signed in accordance with the traffic control plan.  When the project has been completed, temporary crossovers shall be removed and the area restored to original condition.  Existing crossovers shall be restored to original condition, including surface material.
616.5  Lighting Requirements.
616.5.1  All construction-related vehicles and equipment, except for haul trucks within paving operations, shall be equipped with a USDOT-approved warning light.  Lights shall be amber in output, mounted such that the lights are visible to traffic from 360 degrees and activated while in the work zone.
616.5.2  Work zone lighting shall be provided between dusk and dawn as specified in Secs 616.5.2.1 and 616.5.2.2.  Lighting systems shall be positioned such that the lighting systems do not cause glare or hot spots, i.e. concentrated areas of high lighting intensity when compared to the average, for motorists, spillover to adjacent properties or become safety concerns.  When work zone lighting is required, a lighting plan shall be submitted to the engineer for review 14 days prior to the start of operations.  The lighting plan shall show the areas to be illuminated, the type and layout of the lighting systems, and calculations of average maintained footcandles (lux).
616.5.2.1  Work area lighting shall be provided in areas where construction equipment and labor are active.  Lighting shall provide a minimum maintained intensity of 5 footcandles (54 lux).

616.5.2.2  Overhead lighting shall be provided for flaggers and other specified locations shown on the plans.  Lighting in these areas shall provide a minimum maintained intensity of 0.6 footcandles (6.5 lux).

616.6  Flashing Arrow Panel.  The contractor shall deploy, operate and maintain flashing arrow panels as specified in the traffic control plan in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations for the duration of the project at the contractor’s expense.  A minimum vertical clearance of 7 feet (2.1 m) shall be maintained from the edge of pavement to the bottom of the flashing arrow panel.  The contractor shall program flashing arrow panels as directed by the engineer.

616.6.1  When not in use, trailer-mounted flashing arrow panels shall be stored in accordance with Sec 107.5.2.

616.6.2  Control programs shall be as follows:


(a)  Caution:  Flash the two highest and two lowest lamps on panel simultaneously.


(b)  Left or Right Arrow:  Flash five lamps in the arrowhead and five lamps in the horizontal shank simultaneously.


(c)  Double Arrow:  Flash five lamps in both the left and right arrowheads and three lamps in the horizontal shank simultaneously.

616.7  Changeable Message Signs.  The contractor shall place the changeable message sign (CMS) a minimum of 6 feet (2 m) beyond the edge of shoulder at the location shown on the plans or as directed by the engineer.  The CMS shall not be located in the median.  A minimum vertical clearance of 7 feet (2.1 m) shall be maintained from the edge of pavement to the bottom of the message board.  The CMS shall be delineated with a minimum of five drum-like channelizers.
616.7.1  The contractor shall deploy, operate and maintain the CMS as specified in the traffic control plan and in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations for the duration of the project at the contractor’s expense.  The contractor shall program the CMS as directed by the engineer.
616.7.2  When the CMS is not in use, the message board shall be turned away from traffic.  When not required for longer than a 24-hour period, the CMS shall be stored in accordance with Sec 107.5.2.
616.8  Portable Traffic Signals.  The contractor shall notify the engineer at least 48 hours prior to the portable traffic signal (PTS) installation.  After installation, the contractor shall receive approval from the engineer prior to activating the PTS system.  The contractor shall provide a service technician to be available for day, night and weekend trouble calls as required under test period requirements in Sec 902.  The contractor shall furnish the telephone number where the technician can be reached.  The contractor shall provide two copies of the operating manual to the engineer.

616.8.1  The contractor shall deploy, operate and maintain the PTS as specified in the traffic control plan and in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations for the duration of the project at the contractor’s expense.

616.8.2  The contractor shall place the PTS units a minimum of 6 feet (2 m) beyond the edge of shoulder at the location shown on the plans or as directed by the engineer.  Each PTS unit shall be leveled to the satisfaction of the engineer.  Each PTS shall be delineated with a minimum of five nonmetallic drum-like channelizers.  The PTS shall not be located in the median.
616.8.3  When the PTS is not in use, the signal heads shall be covered to the satisfaction of the engineer.  When not required for longer than a 24-hour period, the PTS shall be stored in accordance with Sec 107.5.2.
616.8.4  Flaggers shall be available for traffic control during the startup of the PTS system and at any time in which mode changes occur.
616.8.5  All signal timing and programming shall be provided by contractor to the engineer for approval prior to use.  The contractor shall ensure proper signal timing is provided for the duration of the project.    The contractor shall provide the locations of the vehicle detection zones.
616.9  Basis of Payment. Temporary traffic control devices specified in the traffic control plan or authorized by the engineer will be paid for at the contract unit price for each of the pay items included in the contract.  


616.9.1  When included in the contract, payment for relocation of post-mounted signs will be made by the square foot (m2) of sign area.


616.9.2  Law enforcement services will be paid for by the hour.  Plans will include an estimated number of hours of law enforcement services.  Law enforcement services will be paid for at the contract unit price for the actual number of hours approved by the engineer.
616.9.3  No direct payment will be made for construction and removal of temporary crossovers or for restoring existing crossovers.  Payment will be made for each of the items included in the plans to be incorporated into the temporary crossovers.
616.9.4  When specified in the contract, work zone lighting will be paid for at the contract unit price.    Payment for work zone lighting will be considered full compensation for all labor, material and equipment necessary to complete the described work.
616.9.5  All costs associated with furnishing and maintaining the CMS, including cellular phone hookup, usage fees and channelizers, shall be considered as completely covered by the contract unit price.
616.9.6  All costs associated with furnishing, maintaining and operating the PTS system, including channelizers, shall be considered as completely covered by the contract unit price.  When specified in the contract, costs for relocation will be paid for at the contract unit price.
616.9.7  No direct payment will be made for the following:


(a) Incidental items necessary to complete the work unless specifically provided as a pay item in the contract.


(b)  Cleaning, repair or replacement of traffic control devices.


(c)  Relocation of temporary traffic control devices, including permanent devices temporarily relocated, unless specifically included as a pay item in the contract.


(d)  Providing cones.


(e)  Furnishing worker apparel.


(f)  Flaggers, pilot vehicles or appurtenances.




(g)  Overhead lighting at flagger stations.


(h)  Furnishing, installing, operating, maintaining and removing construction related vehicle and equipment lighting and work area lighting.
